2-1. Attaching the Camera to the Camera Mounting Base

1. Secure the camera to the camera mounting base using mounting screws
(commercially available).

Adjust the mounting position so that the center of gravity of the camera aligns with the center of the
camera mounting base.

* Prepare a camera that is less than the maximum supported weight of 1.5 kg.
* Prepare mounting screws that are suitable for the screw hole of your camera.
- Thickness of the camera mounting base: 4 mm
- Thickness of the rubber sheet: 2 mm
* When using, make sure to securely fasten the mounting screws to prevent the camera from coming loose.
« If necessary, place the included rubber sheet between the camera and the camera mounting base.
» Do not press down on the pan/tilt drive unit strongly or try to move it forcibly.

» By switching the MODE switch, you can invert the position of the camera mounting base. For details, refer to
“MODE switch details” (page 13).

2_ Make sure the mounted camera is firmly secured.

The power supply is insufficient because it is connected to a PoE compatible
network hub. Connect the AC adapter or a PoE+ compatible network hub.
The DC input voltage is insufficient. Set the input voltage to DC 12V.

2 red blinks, 2 orange blinks

The main circuit board is malfunctioning. Contact your local EIZO representative.

Blinking in red

Indicates that pan/tilt operations are in an emergency stop state. Press the
ORIGIN button on the remote control to return the pan/tilt position to its original
position.

3 red blinks, 1 orange blink

The inside of the product is hot. Check the temperature around the product.

4 red blinks, 1 orange blink

Indicates that memory cannot be accessed. Contact your local EIZO
representative.
